At Fitzroy High 

this VCE subject is team-taught by Matthew 

Thomas and John Hinman. Students engaged 

in the subject write a short 4000-word thesis 

and argue its contribution as original research. 

This is much like doing an honours research 

project at university. Josh's study explored 

how the 'consumption of cultural products 

shape identity³. Josh was also the class 

Valedictorian and is a fine ambassador for 

Fitzroy High Students and an example of what 

is possible at Fitzroy High.

Quantum 
Over 3 days at the start of June, Science 

students in Year 10 had a hands-on forensics 

day at Quantum Victoria. They learnt how 

fingerprinting, blood typing, pH testing and 

several other techniques are used to help solve 

real crimes.  

Upon reaching the centre they were briefed on a 

case of stolen fossilised bones. They were 

presented with suspects, statements, 

databases, and crime scene photographs then 

tasked with solving the crime. 

Students had to wear special suits to prevent 

contamination - a particular hit necessitating a 

flurry of selfies - and examine the evidence 

provided using laboratory techniques. 

Year 10 students have already studied genetics 

and chemistry, and the forensics day was a 

great opportunity to apply some of that 

knowledge. With students also having to make 

important choices this year about VCE and 

beyond, practical, real-world activities help them 

gain experiences in fields rarely open to the 

general public.
